The Mark of the Beast
Rev 13:15-18
● In their right hand OR their forehead.

○ the mark
○ the name of the beast
○ the number of his name



Mark of the Beast
G5480
χάραγμα
charagma
khar'-ag-mah
From the same as G5482; a scratch or etching, 
that is, stamp (as a badge of servitude), or 
sculptured figure (statue): - graven, mark.

The Forehead
The function of the frontal 
lobe involves the ability to 
project future 
consequences resulting 
from current actions, [and] 
the choice between good

Mark of the Beast
Hand OR Forehead
Do OR Think
Do rightly OR Think rightly, hypocrisy.

Example:  Adultery of the heart vs. Actual 
adultery.  Whited Sepulchres.  



Sign of YHWH
And thou shalt bind them for a sign upon 
thine hand, and they shall be as frontlets 
between thine eyes. 

● Hand AND Forehead
● Do rightly AND Think Rightly



Mark / Sign in Hebrew
H226
'ôth
a signal (literally or figuratively), as a flag, 
beacon, monument, omen, prodigy, 
evidence, etc.: - mark, miracle, (en-) sign, 
token.



Frontlets in the Greek LXX
Deu 6:8  And thou shalt fasten them for a sign 
upon thy hand, and it shall be immoveable 
before thine eyes. 

Heb 12:28
Wherefore we receiving a kingdom which 
cannot be moved

Like a monument



What should be immoveable?
Thinking rightly.  Choosing rightly.  

Being stiff-necked, and not turning to the left or 
right of YHWH’s loving instructions.

Deu 28:14  And thou shalt not go aside from any of the words which I 
command thee this day, to the right hand, or to the left, to go after other 
elohim to serve them. 



James 4:17

Deut 13 Test (13:1-4)
If there arise among you a prophet, or a dreamer of dreams, and 
giveth thee a sign or a wonder, And the sign or the wonder 
come to pass, whereof he spake unto thee, saying, Let us go 
after other elohim, which thou hast not known, and let us 
serve them; Thou shalt not hearken unto the words of that 
prophet, or that dreamer of dreams: for YHWH your Elohim 
proveth you, to know whether ye love YHWH your Elohim 
with all your heart and with all your soul. Ye shall walk after 
YHWH your Elohim, and fear him, and keep his commandments, 
and obey his voice, and ye shall serve him, and cleave unto 
him.

Day of YHWH
Isa 66:15  For, behold, YHWH will come 
with fire, and with his chariots like a 
whirlwind, to render his anger with fury, and 
his rebuke with flames of fire. 
Isa 66:16  For by fire and by his sword will 
YHWH plead with all flesh: and the slain of 
YHWH shall be many.



Day of YHWH
Joel 2:11b  ...for the day of YHWH is great and 
very terrible; and who can abide it? 

Joel 2:31  The sun shall be turned into 
darkness, and the moon into blood, before 
the great and the terrible day of YHWH 
come. 



Day of YHWH
Amos 5:18  Woe unto you that desire the day 
of YHWH! to what end is it for you? the day of 
YHWH is darkness, and not light. 

Amos 5:20  Shall not the day of YHWH be 
darkness, and not light? even very dark, and no 
brightness in it?



Isa 13:6  
Howl ye; for the day of YHWH is at hand; it 
shall come as a destruction from the 
Almighty. 



Nahum 1:6
Who can withstand his indignation? Who can 
endure his fierce anger? His wrath is poured 
out like fire; the rocks are shattered before 
him.



Malachi 4:1  
For, behold, the day cometh, that shall burn as 
an oven; and all the proud, yea, and all that do 
wickedly, shall be stubble: and the day that 
cometh shall burn them up, saith YHWH of 
hosts, that it shall leave them neither root nor 
branch.



2Thes 1:9
...Who shall be punished with everlasting 
destruction from the presence of YHWH, 
and from the glory of his power;



2Peter 3:7  
2Pe 3:7  But the heavens and the earth, which 
are now, by the same word are kept in store, 
reserved unto fire against the day of 
judgment and perdition of wicked men. 



2Peter 3:10  
But the day of YHWH will come as a thief in the 
night; in the which the heavens shall pass 
away with a great noise, and the elements 
shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also 
and the works that are therein shall be burned 
up. 



2Peter 3:12  
Looking for and hasting unto the coming of the 
day of YHWH, wherein the heavens being 
on fire shall be dissolved, and the elements 
shall melt with fervent heat? 



Parable of the Tares
There is a field of wheat and tares
The harvest comes at the end of the season
Wheat Added to Threshing floor
Wheat crushed, separated from chaff by wind 
(refined)

Parable of the Tares
Mat 13:30  Let both grow together until the 
harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to 
the reapers, Gather ye together first the 
tares, and bind them in bundles to burn 
them: but gather the wheat into my barn. 



Parable of the Tares
So shall it be at the end of the world: the 
angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked 
from among the just, And shall cast them 
into the furnace of fire: there shall be 
wailing and gnashing of teeth. 
[Mat 13:49-50]



Parable of the Tares
The field is the world; ... the harvest is the 
end of the world; …. As therefore the tares 
are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it 
be in the end of this world. 



What about the Devil?
Rev 20:10  And the devil that deceived them 
was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, 
where the beast and the false prophet are, and 
shall be tormented day and night for ever and 
ever.



What about the Devil?
Eze 28:18  Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by 
the multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity 
of thy traffick; therefore will I bring forth a fire 
from the midst of thee, it shall devour thee, 
and I will bring thee to ashes upon the 
earth in the sight of all them that behold thee. 



Lake of Fire
Rev 20:14  And death and hell were cast into 
the lake of fire. This is the second death.
